2, ve kterém dfriv sidlila
mimo jiné Statni narodni bezpecnost, studentky a studenti uméleckych skol, designu nebo
architektury podavaji své vypovédi o fenoménu rlstu. Video instalace, objekty, malby nebo
nejriiznéjsi hravé koncepty ztvarnili studentské kolektivy z Ceska, Slovenska, Mad'arska a Polska.
Site-specific vystava potrva az do 17. listopadu a nabizi i vysoce aktudlni doprovodny program.

V jednom z pokojUl stfidavé huci dvé termo tiskarny. Jedna chrli faktické informace, grafy a ¢lanky o
krizi bydleni, kterd v Cesku dosahla maxima, kdy byty jsou nejméné dostupné z celé Evropy, z druhé
tiskarny se linou kritické komentare, basné, obrazky pokojovych kvétin a “memecka” neboli
internetové vtipy na téma nedostupného bydleni.

Studentky pred samotnou instalaci provadély
mj. rozhovory v terénu a vysledkem je prostorové dotazena multimedialni instalace. V kazdém pokoji
Pokojl na navstévniky ¢eka jiny vizualni zazitek.

Vystavu je mozné shlédnout az do 17. listopadu, kazdy den od 10:00 do 20:00, a od vikendu nabidne
také ndpadity doprovodny program, ktery si rovnéz pohrdva s tématem “Rastu”. Poprvé napriklad

O Hybernské 2

DUm na adrese v Hybernské 2 je opét architektonicky i historicky pozoruhodna lokace. V minulosti
mél mnoho ndzv(: Dadm zvany Zelezkovsky, U Skod(, U zeleného orla, U saského dvora. Uplné prvni
zdznam o jeho vyuZiti v archivech je, Ze se jednalo o hostinec a postupné se pfeménil na nejprve
klasicistni hotel, nasledné dim odkoupil obchodnik Antonin Wahlberg, ktery ho zmodernizoval,
pridal do interiéru rfadu plastik a bohatou vyzdobu a zfidil mimo jiné letni jidelnu s otevienym atriem
a odpocinkovou terasu. V roce 1937 se stala majitelkou domu banka Slavie a postupné zacal slouZit
administrativnim ucelm. Elektrifikaci domu mimochodem provedl Frantisek Kfizik.

Po znarodnéni banky Slavie a zruseni Pracovniho Uradu, ktery v budové sidlil béhem druhé svétové
valky, byl dim predan slozkdm Sboru narodni bezpecnosti. Od roku 1945 se datuje pochmurné;jsi
historie domu — stal se postupné sidlem sloZzek Ministerstva vnitra, celda Hybernska ulice byla velmi
stfeZenou lokalitou. V domé se nachdazely kanceldre, cekarny, vyslechové mistnosti, tajné byty, v
prizemi sidlil spolecensky klub IX. Spravy SNB, tedy Spravy pro politicko-vychovnou, vzdélavaci a
kulturni ¢innost, jez byla nazyvana v té dobé také jako ,Sprava pisni a tanc(”. Kulisy prehlidky tedy i
letos skytaji mnohé pribéhy. Pfed nedavnem dim presel do majetku Magistratu hlavniho mésta.



Pokoje se v minulych letech odehravaly na rliznych adresach, ke konceptu prehlidky totiz patti
osidlovani nevyuZitych prazskych dom(. Posledni dva roky se tak navstévnici mohli podivat do
Hrzanského paldce v Celetné ulici, predtim napfiklad v byvalém sidle Ceské strany narodné socidlni na
namésti Republiky, nebo rozlehly dim v Cihelné ulici.

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Rising rents, suburban sprawl, personal growth, and adolescence. This year’s showcase of young
art, Pokoje, at Hybernska explores “Growth.”

In 35 rooms of an abandoned corner building at Hybernska Street No. 2, which once housed the
State National Security among other institutions, art, design, and architecture students present their
interpretations of the phenomenon of growth. Video installations, objects, paintings, and playful
concepts were created by student collectives from the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, and
Poland. This site-specific exhibition will run until November 17 and features a highly relevant
accompanying program.

In one of the rooms, two thermal printers hum alternately. One produces factual information,
graphs, and articles about the housing crisis in the Czech Republic, where apartments are now the
least accessible in Europe. The other printer churns out critical commentary, poems, drawings of
houseplants, and memes about the lack of affordable housing. From red lightbulbs hanging from the
ceiling radiates the "warmth of home."

“Our installation highlights this entire crisis while poking fun at it. We all know it’s happening, but no
one quite knows what to do about it. So, we make memes and live in shabby shared flats for 12,000
CZK a month because we have no other choice,” comments Josef Slapak, one of the creators from
the Applied Photography Studio at Jan Evangelista Purkyné University in Usti nad Labem. As the
exhibition progresses, the room will gradually fill with printed rolls of thermal paper, symbolizing the
persistent, daily nature of the housing crisis. “The red lightbulbs will be especially striking after dark.
They symbolize the urgency of the issue,” the creators add.

In the bathroom next door, visitors find paintings and tapestries; in the hallway, a vending machine
with site-specific electrolyte drinks created especially for the exhibition. Another room recreates a
perfect replica of a girl’s childhood bedroom, left behind as she has “outgrown” it. Students explore
the theme of growth from every angle.

“These are vibrant dialogues between different forms of growth—personal, social, environmental,
and technological. Just as growth can occur smoothly or suddenly, harmoniously or chaotically, this
year’s artistic interventions reflect a wide array of approaches to the theme,” explains the
exhibition’s director, Rebeka Pojarova, who is also involved with the m3 / Art in Space festival and
the Art for the City program at the Prague City Gallery.



Ecological themes and “degrowth” are not left out. Hungarian students’ installation examines soil as
the planet’s most natural material and the growing destruction humanity inflicts on it. Another
studio repurposes unused photographs from their studies into a collage to prevent them from going
to waste.

The detailed installation Herink Catalog by UMPRUM students Barbora Svobodova and Anna Stastna
from the Architecture Il Studio addresses the expansion of suburban sprawl in Herink, a village near
Prague’s Chodov. The population there has grown 15-fold since 2007. Before creating their
installation, the students conducted interviews in the field, resulting in a spatially sophisticated
multimedia piece. In each room of Pokoje, visitors can expect a unique visual experience.

The exhibition is open daily from 10:00 AM to 8:00 PM until November 17 and will feature a creative
accompanying program starting this weekend, which also engages with the theme of growth. For the
first time, a Children’s Workshop will conclude with the creation of the Youngest Art Room, which
will become part of the exhibition for the rest of the showcase. The workshop will be led by artist
and illustrator Tadeas Polak.

With the host of the public podcast Balance, Petr Bouska, visitors can explore why slowing down is
beneficial and how to achieve it. The workshop Slow Down: Good Things Take Time will examine the
benefits of slowing down from the perspectives of psychology, the body, relationships, freedom,
spirituality, and art. A panel discussion on the intersection of degrowth philosophy, art, and artistic
creation will feature Anna Remesova, Martin Cech, Petra WidZova, and others. Visitors can also enjoy
a guided tour of urban wilderness with interdisciplinary biologist Jifi Sadlo.

About Hybernska 2

The building at Hybernska 2 is an architecturally and historically remarkable location. Over the years,
it has been known by many names: the Zelezkovsky House, U Skod(i, At the Green Eagle, and Saxon
Court. Its first recorded use was as an inn, gradually transforming into a classicist hotel. It was later
purchased by merchant Antonin Wahlberg, who modernized it and added sculptures, rich
decorations, a summer dining area with an open atrium, and a relaxation terrace.

In 1937, the building was acquired by the Slavie Bank and gradually began to serve administrative
purposes. Electrification of the building was carried out by Frantisek Ktizik. After the nationalization
of Slavie Bank and the dissolution of the Employment Office that operated there during World War I,
the building was handed over to the National Security Corps. From 1945, the building housed units of
the Ministry of the Interior, including offices, waiting rooms, interrogation rooms, secret apartments,
and a social club for political, educational, and cultural activities.

In recent years, the building has been taken over by the Prague City Council and has hosted Pokoje,
which is dedicated to utilizing unused spaces in Prague. Past editions have taken place at other
locations, including Hrzansky Palace and a former Czech National Socialist Party headquarters.

Organizer: Containall

Containall is a nonprofit organization known for revitalizing Prague’s public spaces. It also operates
cultural venues, including Stalin on Letna, a summer cultural center at Containall on Vinohrady, and
the Baden Baden river swimming area on Stvanice Island. Containall is also behind the Fuchs2
cultural and music space.
